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Formerly Homeless NFL Player Holds Major Fundraiser
To Give Back to His Community

SAN JOSE – Super Bowl champion, and now Oakland Raiders, James Jones is ramping up support for services which Jones, himself, was once forced to seek out as a homeless child. James and his wife, Tamika, will hold a fundraiser Saturday, May 30th, benefitting Family Supportive Housing’s San Jose Family Shelter, where James and his mother lived when he was growing up.
“I was once part of the homeless community, so I understand all of the things that they are struggling with,” said Jones.

“When I was living in a homeless shelter, there were so many days that I woke up and wanted to quit. It helps them to see someone who has been homeless and now doing something positive with their life.”
